Instructions
1. Connect literacy to the TELL Tools studied in previous classes: Inclusive Pedagogy, Standards for Effective

Pedagogy, Second Language Aquisition (CPV), and Assessmet (There is an ESL Curriculum Guidelines Tools,
disregard for now, you'll study an updated version in depth in Session 3).

2. Look at the Meta Goals/Strategies Chart to consider the meta goals (language and literacy development and
challenging activities) and meta strategies (joint productive activities, contextualization, and instructional
conversations)  you rely on from the Standards of Effective pedagogy to influence your professional educational
practices.
